She volunteered at the Washington Cathedral for a while,
and taught English to International students. She passed away May 8th,
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1999 of a Glioblastoma brain tumor. One of the things that sticks out in
my mind was what someone said about her at her memorial service.
People were sharing stories about her, and this young man told a story
about Grandmama always giving him sun catchers. He said that the thing
that she didn't realize was that SHE was the sun catcher, always bringing
cheer and happiness in other peoples lives. She and I were always close,
and everyone says that I am more like her than anyone else.
