When Lloyd pulled up
at the Lassiter's house, Honey and Darleen Cunningham were laying across the bed
looking out the window. She said "Well there is Lloyd Gwinn". He met her on Sunday
evening, and the next Saturday he asked her for a date and she aceepted.
